Outline for 
SkiAbility Fun Competitions

Water Ski and Wakeboard Canada (WSWC) is dedicated to the success of SkiAbility, our national initiative to get as many persons with a disability out on the water as possible. Fundamental to the growth and success of SkiAbility clinics/programs is the establishment of more venues through which our athletes can compete and improve. SkiAbility instructors across the country have identified this as a priority and therefore WSWC would like to provide our SkiAbility instructors with some financial assistance where possible to help accomplish this.

Fun competitions will give athletes the opportunity to experience competition in an environment where everyone succeeds and there are only winners.
Fun Competition Guidelines

Each fun competition must be administered by a certified SkiAbility instructor.

Performance results must be recorded.

Results must be submitted to WSWC within one week of the competition.

There must be a skiing order. Skiers must be responsible for being ready to go at their scheduled time. 

There must be a performance benchmark to measure individual performances against. This benchmark may vary from one competitor to the next. Examples of benchmarks: time (before falling), # of wakes crossed, etc. Competition organizers and instructors are encouraged to get creative in recognizing measurable skills that skiers can use to use as a basis for comparison.
It should be made clear that skiers are competing not against each other, but against themselves and their personal bests. Therefore, more than one run per skier is ideal.
Funding
Approximate amount of funding available per competition in 2008: $500*
*amount will vary depending on the number of applications that are received by WSWC

WSWC SkiAbility Contribution

The WSWC Adaptive Committee has had medals produced that are to be provided to each participant in order to add value to these competitions and emphasize that everyone involved is a winner.

Funding to cover:
Boat/site rental

If it is necessary to rent a boat, WSWC may cover the cost to rent one boat as well as one chase boat.

Fuel
WSWC may cover the cost of fuel for the day for one boat as well as for one chase boat.
Food

WSWC may cover the costs of providing a lunch for the participants and volunteers.

Other

WSWC will review all other proposed costs and render a decision on a case by case basis.  
Conditions
Funding will only be provided to one representative per camp, club, or school.  

Please note that WSWC does not guarantee funding in any case. Approval from the office must precede the submission of an expense claim form. All expense claim forms are subject to review by the WSWC office prior to reimbursement.

All expense claim forms must be mailed into the office with original receipts attached.
